CC: Urology followup.

HPI: An 84-year-old with perineal catheter, had followup with urology Dr. Henry on 10/04. Family did not meet patient at the appointment and he returned with no information from urology office. Currently, Apex Home Health per insurance restrictions will follow the patient that care has not been initiated as they request orders for Foley care prior to starting. Reportedly catheter is sown in which would secure it. He has no complaints regarding pain and there had been no problems with the catheter, recently however about a week to 10 days ago unit nurse had to change the catheter due to bag leakage. The facility did not have the needed supplies, hospice did provide what was needed, despite the patient not being on their service.
The patient is compliant with care, spends most of his time in his room. He is able to give limited information.

DIAGNOSES: Perineal urinary catheter, bladder neoplasm, BPH, urethral strictures, dysphagia, generalized weakness, hypothyroid, CKD-III, and polyarthritis.
ALLERGIES: BACTRIM and CEFADROXIL.
MEDICATIONS: Zyrtec 10 mg q.d., Colace b.i.d., Pepcid 40 mg q.d., FeSO4 t.i.d. a.c., Flonase q.d., levothyroxine 100 mcg q.d., MiraLax q.d.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient stable gets around in his manual wheelchair that he can propel. He voices his needs and is compliant with care.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Perineal catheter appointment yesterday with Dr. Henry, unit nurse has sent a request for information as a result of that appointment and an order sent to Apex Home Health who the preferred HH of his insurance. Request routine catheter care and bag will require change in approximately three weeks.

2. General care. Have called NRH lab regarding labs that were ordered and request for them faxed on 09/21 have not yet been done. Hopefully will get done today.
