CC: Room move.

HPI: The patient is a 70-year-old who had a room change. He is now sharing a room with another long-term resident and patient had it presented to him that he was going to be moving out, but it was not explained moving out of his room into a shared room and it was done when he was out of the facility with an activity. I spoke to him today. Initially he was quite upset as he felt he had been misled and he reiterates that his goal is still to get home and I told him that that is an issue between he and his daughter. I told her she has been clear in what she needs from him if he is to return to independent living and he has been either noncompliant until he has no choice or he wants to get something and then he will comply. He acknowledges that the roommate he has is one he feels that he can live with comfortably.

DIAGNOSES: Alcoholism in remission, vascular dementia, HTN, and glaucoma.

MEDICATIONS: Lexapro 10 mg q.d., Zetia 10 mg q.d., Flonase q.d., Imdur 60 mg q.d., Namenda 10 mg q.d., Remeron 7.5 mg h.s., Protonix 40 mg q.d., and D3 2000 IU q.d.

DIET: Regular with Ensure b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seen in room. He was alert and interactive.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. No LEE.
NEUROLOGIC: Oriented x 2-3. Speech is clear. Voices his needs. Understands given information and expressed appreciation for discussion I had with him regarding the room change. He did bring up the issue of his daughter being POA and asked how that allows her to make decisions for him and I told her that it does as he was drinking to the point of being completely dependent on others for his care and actually she is his guardian.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Room change. The patient feels comfortable with his roommates. He states that things are working out and has more understanding now of how and why the room change took place as it did and I referred him to speak with his daughter regarding issues related to going home.
