CC: Lab followup.

HPI: The patient is an 81-year-old who has recently had hyperkalemia in the absence of an ACE inhibitor, an ARB or KCl supplement. On 03/03/22 decline began with a K of 5.4; on 09/23/22 it was 6.5; and on 10/04/22 it is 5.7. The patient is asymptomatic. Her p.o. intake, cognition and alertness are unchanged by exam. She has no muscle spasm or fibrillations. Cardiac exam is WNL. Her creatinine has progressively climbed as well her creatinine in March was 2.77, then 2.62 and 2.65.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:

1. Hyperkalemia, asymptomatic. Monitor for now.

2. CKD stage III to IV. Continue to monitor. No treatment indicated. We will adjust medications as needed per CKD.
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
