CC: Self-administration of medication request.

HPI: An 88-year-old with DM II – currently on glipizide which we have had to titrate doses upwards. Her last A1c was 8.7. The patient requests keeping this medication at bedside so that she can dose herself. She has clear memory impairment and a diagnosis of vascular dementia; told her that it would not be in her best interest that we needed to verify when and how it was given. She actually accepted it without any disagreement and stated that she was doing it to help the med aide from having to come find her in the dining room to give medication.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She was alert and groomed, going to dining room and accepted the information in a very reasonable manner.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/71, pulse 82, temperature 97.3, respirations 16, O2 saturation 94%, and weight 140 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: DM II. Glipizide will continue to be dosed by facility staff.
