CC: Followup on cutaneous candida.
HPI: A 98-year-old seen in the room. Her daughter was visiting and spoke with both of them. Her daughter states that candida under her breasts has been something that she has dealt with for a long time and so she is not surprised by a recurrence. Also I had ordered home health for the patient and when they came to see her, she stated that she was 98 years old, knew what she was doing and did not need help so she would not speak with them and that order is discontinued. I did acknowledge that I was remiss in not explaining to the patient that I was going to order home health. In examining her breasts, she asked me about how things would have continued and I told her that orders for treatment were until any redness or irritation was resolved. She took 200 mg Diflucan one tablet initial and then repeated in 72 hours. She is currently getting Diflucan powder or an antifungal powder under both breasts after the area is cleaned and then dried and that is to be done in the morning, midday and at nighttime; there is to be a thin film of an antifungal cream and she stated that she had not gotten the cream the last couple of nights. Told her that an order be rewritten. It should be done and I would follow up with her in one to two weeks. She stated that she felt much better overall.

DIAGNOSES: Bilateral inframammary candida, on exam much improvement. There remain a few scattered red patches with scales. No warmth or tenderness. Vesicles have gone away. There is no redness and just a faint pink in small areas. There is no moisture or malodor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cutaneous candida. Continue with powder a.m., midday and thin film of nystatin cream at h.s. until resolved.
