CC: Nodule on hand.
HPI: An 83-year-old who comes in stating that she has got a bump on her hand, first she could not find it, I saw it on the top of her right hand and then she finally turned her hand over it and said oh there it is. When asked if she had done anything hit it, etc., she denied that at least to her knowledge. When I touched it, it appeared to be tender but there was no warmth or redness. In review of my last note with her 07/28 the same nodule was present on the dorsum of her right hand and she was treated with a week’s course of Bactrim DS one p.o. q/12h. and warm compresses t.i.d. The patient denies remembering whether or not it ruptured and speaking with the staff they stated they did not believe so. I explained to the patient that given previous treatment and the thickness of the wall of the nodule that it would likely need to be removed in a dermatologist’s office and that is who I will refer her to. I spoke to the nurse to let family know that dermatology referral is recommended if they find a dermatologist and need a referral from here that I will I do so. The patient seemed to understand this similar explanation and stated that everything else is good with her.
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
