CC: Met with the patient and daughter.
HPI: An 84-year-old with unspecified dimension and no behavioral issues seen in room. Daughter Julie Donaldson who lives in Texas was present. Essentially, she wanted to interview me to assess whether it was right move to transfer her mother’s care from a nurse practitioner who is followed her for 15 years at Baptist Village versus to except care here in the facility. Reviewed the patient’s history and how she is done in her time here, which has been a couple of months and she appears to have adapted quite well. The patient is actually found a male friend that she spends time with and enjoys talking to and sitting in the dining room with, there appear to be mixed feelings on the part of daughter. At the end of conversation, the patient opts to stay and receive her care here and daughter was agreeable to that.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia, DM-II, HTN, hypothyroid, CAD, HLD, and IBS.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/01/2022 note.
ALLERGIES: STATINS and MORPHINE.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, well-groomed and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 170/98, pulse 71, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, weight 135 pounds and BMI 21.8.
NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x2. Her speech is clear. She is animated and appropriate. She has clear memory deficits that she is aware of and states that they are why she is here.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulance independently. She has had no falls. No lower extremity edema. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medical care. The patient decides to have medical care through facility specifically with me. Her physician told the daughter I would write an order for that as the patient is now getting her medications through remedy so there would be a smooth transition of medications coming through my office to remedy.
