CC: Gum ulcer.

HPI: A 96-year-old with dementia unspecified. She has had tenderness to her lower jaw. She wears dentures. Dentures were removed and the area was examined and she has ulceration per the unit nurse on her lower gum. On intake during H&P, daughter brought up that her mother has had a longstanding problem with the fitting of her dentures due to weight loss as well as bone loss. They have not had new dentures fitted and she has insisted on wearing the mouth fitting ones. The area once noted was clean; however, dentures have been put back in the morning and she is using them for all meals. I contacted the patient’s daughter/POA Brenda Terrell and informed her what was going on and she stated that she was surprised that they were putting the dentures back in given the ulceration. I told her that we would leave them out. She gave consent for that and we will have her diet modified to a mechanical soft with ground meat and we will see how she does look that giving this time to heal. Daughter brought up that mother has Orajel at bedside so will begin using that to do oral care after each meal and then placing that on the gum. Also VA long-term care compensation form was partially filled out last week. I now need to sign and add an MPI number that was done and it is left with the paperwork to return to DON and be given to POA.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Mandibular ulcerative poor fitting dentures.

2. Unspecified dementia advanced.

3. Ulcer dentures to be left out until further notice. Diet is modified to mechanical soft with ground meat and oral care is to be done after each meal with Orajel applied to the lower gum. I will follow up on this next week into a long-term care planning. Form completed. Daughter is aware of this.
