


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: 90-day note.

HPI: An 83-year-old with end-stage Alzheimer’s disease, observed, reclined in his Broda chair in the day room. The patient kept his eyes closed. He would randomly briefly open. He occasionally will get agitated, but for the most part staff is able to give his medications and provide personal care.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalize decreased muscle mass and motor strength. He has poor neck and truncal stability requiring Broda chair. He is also a full transfer assist.

NEURO: Orientation to self only, primarily nonverbal. When he does speak, it is random, nonsensical and brief, not able to express needs. The patient requires full staff assist for 6/6 ADLs.
SKIN: Warm and dry. Fair turgor. No bruising or breakdown noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. End-stage Alzheimer’s disease. Continue with full care and he will continue to be followed by Traditions Hospice.
2. Medication review. Trazodone has been held for one week. The patient receives Depakote 250 mg at h.s. so that should be enough for him to sleep with especially in his state of decline. Remainder of medications are for behavioral issues and we will assess next week whether those can be decreased.
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
