CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of redness on his left arm. He states he noted two lesions on medial elbow yesterday, not certain if bite, with surrounding redness now extending from his distal upper arm and medial elbow and with linear lymphadenitis extending distally and proximally 4 to 5 cm with increased temperature and slight induration without evident skin injury.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient working up in football practice without known injury. Scheduled to play in a football game tomorrow. He states he *__________* no replacement.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Apparent cellulitis, right medial elbow, possible reaction to the insect bite.

PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin 1 g and Dexa 8 mg injections with a prescription for amoxicillin and Medrol Dosepak, with agreement to follow up tomorrow for reevaluation. If the lesions are resolving without any extension with definite improvement, he may be allowed to play in football game. Otherwise, will need to lay off until definite clearing of lesion on elbow. Follow up tomorrow.
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
