The patient presents with history of cough, headache, nausea with intermittent abdominal pain for the past two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.2. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Funduscopy benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 1+ mid gastric and right lower quadrant tenderness with 2+ left lower quadrant tenderness without guarding or rebound. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep, flu and COVID testing, positive for strep pharyngitis with upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient is given an injection for Rocephin and a prescription for amoxicillin. Follow up as needed.
