CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of diarrhea off and on, with abdominal pain for the past several days, four days with nausea. She describes pain in the right upper quadrant three days ago with intermittent mid and upper abdominal pain now.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL/FAMILY  HISTORY: She states that she is playing soccer for the past year without working out in the past summer, now working out for the past week. She thinks that might have something to do with her abdominal pain.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Slight right subcostal pain without guarding or rebound. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Probable colitis, irritable bowel syndrome, also musculoskeletal type abdominal pain, and chest pain.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Bentyl 10 mg to take q.i.d. with followup in four to five days, to bring stool specimen if diarrhea continues for further evaluation. In the interim, to be off PE until further evaluation.
