The patient presents with complaints of right ear pain, cough and congestion for the past few days with sore throat and fatigue per mother.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Frenulectomy in 2019.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient is on albuterol inhaler and Flovent inhaler.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight inflammation right ear. Slight inflammation of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi with scattered faint expiratory wheezes. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis or clubbing. Neurological: Within normal limits.

PLAN: The patient was given breathing treatment with Xopenex with clearing of respiratory distress. Given prescription for prednisolone, Xopenex, and Amoxil to take as outpatient. Follow up for routine care as needed and to see pediatrician.
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
