The patient is seen today for a followup MVA, has been receiving physical therapy, here today for release with termination of physical therapy without residual reported, also without swelling of lower extremities which was present before.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: LOA, hyperlipidemia, insomnia, depression, and bipolar.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Resetting right big toe.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Per chart; Prozac, Seroquel, fenofibrate, levothyroxine, and Lasix.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Recent laceration to the left posterior scalp due to MVA with staples removed today, doing well. Neck: Supple, without masses, with full range of motion. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Chest without tenderness or deformity. Back: Without CVA tenderness or abnormality. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Extremities: Without tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Without lesions or discoloration. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Followup MVA with history of cervical and lumbar strain post MVA.
PLAN: The patient is now cleared without any further followup. Past history as above. Advised to continue regular medications with routine followups with further evaluation as needed.
