IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: The claimant presented a California Driver’s License E2457011, which correctly identified the claimant as Daniel Lee Scott.

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 54-year-old male referred for disability evaluation.

HPI: The patient reports having history of shortness of breath and chest pain dating to 2021. He stated that he had crushed his van in 2021; when he had fallen asleep. He was seen at St. Rose Hospital, workup was unremarkable. One week later, he went to Washington Hospital where he was found to have COVID-19, congestive heart failure and pneumonia. He was hospitalized seven days. He then left against medical advice. The patient states that he has had chest pain off and on since that time. Pain is sharp. It lasts a few minutes. There are no specific provocating factors.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Gouty arthritis.

2. Congestive heart failure.

3. COVID-19.

4. Nephrolithiasis.

5. Cholelithiasis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.

MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unknown.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes history of marijuana, crack cocaine and amphetamine use, but denies cigarettes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Constitutional: He reports generalized weakness and weight gain. He further reports fatigue.

Eyes: He has impaired vision and wears glasses. He further reports dry eyes.

Nose: He has sinus problems.

Respiratory: He reports dyspnea on exertion.

Cardiac: He has intermittent chest pain.

Gastrointestinal: He has abdominal pain, but no nausea, vomiting, or hematochezia.

Genitourinary: He has nocturia, but no frequency, urgency, or dysuria.

Remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable except for musculoskeletal as he reports joint pain and stiffness. This is especially involving the hands, which he notes a significant numbness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/74, pulse 54, respiratory rate 20, height 65.5 inches, and weight 187 pounds.

Exam otherwise is normal.

DATA REVIEW: Echocardiogram is noted to be normal. There is trace mitral regurgitation. There is trace tricuspid regurgitation. No pericardial effusion is noted. Left ventricular ejection fraction is 62%. No segmental wall motion abnormality is noted.

IMPRESSION: This is a 54-year-old male who reports history of congestive heart failure and chest pain. On the current examination, there are no findings of congestive heart failure or dysrhythmia. He has essentially unremarkable echocardiogram. The patient is felt to have no significant cardiovascular limitation based on current evaluation.
