States child was sent home the following medication Zithromax, budesonide, Xopenex and nebulizer machine. He stated that the Xopenex is not covered by his insurance and was requesting something different also requesting another prescription for the nebulizer machine. He states that since child was seen he has had no need to return to the emergency room. He is very sensitive to have the recommended 500 mg of Rocephin recommended by the ER.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Down syndrome.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies smoke exposure.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Child is alert and oriented and cries when we try to do the exam. He is easily comfortable. He has moist mucus membranes.
VITAL SIGNS:

Pulse 120 we could not get O2, the patient was extremely fussy and fighting.
Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory efforts. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No distension.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. Child bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented. Child does not appear confused or disoriented.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Reactive airway disease.
2. Cough.
3. Asthma in children 
Child was given a prescription for albuterol to replace Xopenex as Xopenex is not covered by the insurance. Albuterol 2.5/3 mL, father was advised to give 3 mL with home nebulizer three times a day p.r.n for cough. Father was given a prescription for nebulizer machine and fixtures namely two and mask.

Father is comfortable with my discharge plan. He was given return precautions.
