PMP AWARxE was reviewed today. The data from PMP AWARxE does not support drug-seeking behavior or medication diversion.

The urine drug screen was done. Urine drug screen was positive for Suboxone, which he takes as part of this program and all other substances were normal.

Medication was refilled as follow. Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film, he will take one film SL b.i.d. for 30 days, #60. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
