CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of fever, congestion, cough, temperature reported to be up to 103 yesterday with right ear pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of allergic rhinitis, takes Zyrtec over-the-counter.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Afebrile at present. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Whitish dullness noticed to right tympanic membrane with light reflex still present without erythema. Rhinorrhea. Neck: Without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection, right serous otitis; otitis media suspected.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax. Advised to continue Zyrtec with decongestant. Also, given prescription for Ciprodex drops to ear and to follow up next week for reevaluation of the ear.
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
