Dear Nicole Santiago:
I had the pleasure of seeing Christina Creede today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is 63-year-old left-handed Caucasian woman who cannot remember, forgetting easily, forgetting doctor’s appointment. Short-term memory is not good. Forgetting what she ate last night. She can drive and sometimes forgets where she is going. Sometimes feels blank. She lives with the fiancé. She has some trouble with writing check. She can take care of herself. She can cook. She is having numbness in the hands.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Breast cancer, heart issue, hypothyroidism, fibromyalgia, depression, and stroke.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation, double mastectomy, and cervical cancer removal.

ALLERGIES: Iodine, erythromycin, aspirin, Paxil, and Latex.

MEDICATIONS: Amitriptyline 25 mg p.o daily, Synthroid, metoprolol, hydroxyzine, venlafaxine, omeprazole, and CBD oil.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke cigarette. Occasionally drink alcohol. She is divorced. She lives with the fiancé. She has three children.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother deceased due to breast cancer. Father deceased with CHF. One brother with lymphedema.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal system. I found out that she has vertigo, lightheadedness, memory loss, weakness, depression, anxiety, joint pain, joint stiffness, muscle pain, and back pain.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 150/80, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, but edema of the left leg present. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake and oriented x3. I did the Mini-Mental status examination and she scored 27/30. No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor system examination strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet.
