ASSESSMENT / Plan:

1. Chronic kidney disease stage IIIB. This CKD has remained stable and is likely related to nephrosclerosis associated with hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and the aging process. Cardiorenal syndrome secondary to CHF is also a part of the differential. The most recent lab work does not reveal a GFR. However, his BUN remained stable at 37 from 29 and creatinine of 2.2 from 2.1. His most recent GFR from his prior visit 30. He denies any urinary symptoms. There is no activity in the urinary sediment and no available protein to creatinine ratio to assess for proteinuria. The patient has lost 14 pounds since the last visit and has a BMI of 18. We encouraged him to gain weight by eating more calories in his diet. He is euvolemic and denies any urinary symptoms.
2. Arterial hypertension with stable blood pressure of 118/61. We encouraged him to continue his current regimen.
3. Hyperlipidemia. Continue with current regimen.
4. CHF/sick sinus syndrome. He follows up with Dr. Parnassa.

5. History of prostate cancer.
The patient states today will be his last visit with the office. He is encouraged to follow up as needed.
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
