Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen, records reviewed, consultation is as follows.

This 63-year-old male who is confined to a wheelchair. He was sent here for evaluation for osteoporosis, possible Reclast infusion, and also for anemia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate. He is sitting in the chair with closed eyes, however, he seems to be happy.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of profound intellectual disability, history of microcephaly, and history of seizure disorder. The patient is on Keppra. He has history of osteoporosis and anemia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in a wheelchair. He looks happy and smiles every now and then. He does not communicate. He has microcephaly.
Eyes/ENT: Divergent squint.

Neck: Lymph nodes negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.
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Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LAB DATA: His lab WBC 8.7, hemoglobin 13.1, hematocrit 42.2, platelet normal, and saturation of iron 11%.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Osteoporosis.

2. Mild anemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: For anemia, we may supplement low dose iron orally. The patient has osteoporosis. We will go ahead and give him 5 mg of Reclast in 250 mL normal saline infusion.
