This is a progress note on Candace Nicholson.

This 40-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She has psoriasis of the scalp. She is seeing a dermatologist. She found a lymph node in the neck that is the reason. Also, she complains of a lesion over the right foot.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient was seen about two years ago for possible ovarian cyst when she presented with pain in the right lower quadrant. She also had history of eczema for which she has been on Dupixent. Recently, the patient noted lesion on the scalp and saw dermatologist Dr. Dobbs in Gainesville who said it was psoriasis and she is on clobetasol topical for that. She recently noticed lymph node in the neck she said it was peanut size. However, I was not able to feel anything today. She also has a lesion in the right foot.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is 40-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Weighting 140 pounds and blood pressure 126/60.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node not felt any longer in the neck area, which she said she felt it over the left neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: On the right foot, there is a 1.5 cm ganglion cyst sometimes painful.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Psoriasis of the scalp.

2. Ganglion cyst right leg.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient was reassured and if she thinks the ganglion cyst is bothering her I suggest that we could drain it.
