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1. AP, 48-year-old woman with abdominal pain and vaginal pain. The patient has CBC, CMP, and CT done. CT showed possible colitis, kidney stones and uterine fibroids. This was followed up via ultrasound of the pelvis. Fibroids were confirmed. I left a message for the patient. No prescription was given to the patient for pain and/or iron tablets for bleeding and/or anything to help with antiprostaglandin i.e. Lysteda to help with slowing down the bleeding. The patient did not answer the phone.

2. AF, 4-year-old was to be seen for earache, but they left. Mother states that the wait was too long. So they did not stay.

3. NJ, 7-year-old with conjunctivitis, red eye, and Flu B treated with eyedrops. He is still running a fever. Mother is concerned and upset that Tamiflu was not prescribed. She is going to go back to get a prescription for Tamiflu because the patient is still febrile and having symptoms.

4. JM, he is 33-year-old female with earache, nausea, and vomiting. Full work was done including cardiac workup. Chest x-ray was negative. Swab test was negative. Diagnosed with vestibular neuritis. Meclizine was given. The patient did have hematuria, but she was on her period. The patient was happy with the care received.

5. RJ, 58-year-old woman with nasal congestion workup negative. Diagnosed with sinusitis treated with Augmentin doing better. Happy with the care.

6. HF, 12-year-old with cough and vomiting. Workup negative. Treated with Zofran still running 102 temperature, but mother liked the physician very much.

7. SS, 2-year-old with fever and vomiting. Swab test was negative. Treated with Zofran for nausea and vomiting and supportive care and still running a fever. She felt like Dr. B did good job explaining things to her.

8. KH, 49-day old baby seen with bumps all over treated for eczema with Aveeno and family liked the physician having filled the medication.

9. IC, 49-year-old with sore throat and body ache and fever. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with pharygitis. Treated with Amoxil. Liked every one very much.

10. PB, 59-year-old with palpitation and dizziness. Cardiac workup negative. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray negative. EKG negative. Treated with meclizine for dizziness and I left message for the patient to call me back.

11. JT, 13-year-old with cough, congestion, shortness of breath, fever, and 101 temperature diagnosed with Flu A no treatment. Again family was concerned about no treatment. This was also texted to Dr. B.
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
