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1. ME, 12-year-old with fever. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral URI. Not happy with the doctor because he did not explain anything to us and did not give us any medication the mother states. I explained to mother there is not much that can be done with viral type illnesses and I discussed supportive care with them.

2. SH, 30-year-old with back of earring stuck in her ear. This was removed. The patient was happy with care.

3. CS, 8-month-old baby fell off the crib and hit his head. They brought him in for evaluation. No x-rays or CTs were done appropriately, but Dr. Adedapo did a good job documenting the patient’s response level and the mother was happy with the care and the patient is doing great today.

4. LR, he is a 17-year-old male with flu like symptoms diagnosed with Flu A. Chest x-ray negative. Treated with Tessalon and Tamiflu doing much better today. Family was very happy. 

5. AG, 38-year-old with abdominal pain. The patient had a large stone in the left ureter with obstructive nephropathy treated with Zofran, Toradol. Urology was not called. Observation was not offered. Given the size of the stone and partial obstructive nephropathy revealed on the CT urology and observation should have been offered to the patient, but they were not. The patient did not answer the phone. I left a message for the patient.

6. IT, 16-year-old with abdominal pain diagnosed with gallbladder disease via ultrasound and CT scan. Toradol was given. White count was 11000. Liver function test okay. No antibiotics were offered. The patient or family did not answer the phone. I left a message.

7. GL, 61-year-old male with leg pain and swelling. Blood pressure initially 160/100 came down to 140/80. Chest x-ray, lab, D-Dimer and Dopplers were negative. EKG showed ST-T wave changes, but was not addressed. It will nice to address abnormal blood test even though nothing was going to be done, but observation and the patient to follow up with his PCP, but a copy of the EKG should have been given to the patient and discussed with the patient and documented. It was decided not to observe the patient. 

8. MB, he is 5-year-old with red eye and discharge. Diagnosed with bacterial conjunctivitis treated. The patient is doing better. Family was happy.

9. ET, 7-year-old with cough and congestion diagnosed with viral URI. Workup was negative. He was given supportive care.

10. EH, 6-year-old with cough, fever, vomiting and positive Flu. Treated with prednisone and Tamiflu. Doing better at this time.

11. ET, 9-year-old with cough. Negative swab test. URI was diagnosed and treatment provided. Supportive treatment provided. Family was happy with the care.

12. AB, 51-year-old with cough, sneezing and congestion. Diagnosed with cold symptoms/URI. Chest x-ray negative. Swab test negative. Not treated with any antibiotics or any other medication.
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
