MEDICATIONS: They have tried Histex PD, Tylenol and breathing treatments.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, awake and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 26 pounds. Temperature 98.8.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
