The patient presents with history of temperature of 104 today with cough and congestion for the past few days without respiratory distress, decreased appetite and lethargy.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Mother *__________* with respiratory syncytial virus, concerned about possible *__________*.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.1 axillary today. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of pharynx. Neck: 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu, strep, and COVID testing, with chest x-ray and also respiratory syncytial virus as requested by mother, x-ray with scattered right perihilar infiltrates.

IMPRESSION: Bronchopneumonia with pharyngitis and upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax. Respiratory precautions and followup with pediatrician explained and here as needed.
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
