Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis.
