The patient is seen with history of headaches for the past several days, increased with motion, describes radiation and sharp pain with severity of 3/10 now and stating it has been up to 8/10 before. Asking about her hormones regarding headache. She states she has been having like migraine type headaches post birth as a 10-month-old.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Bipolar disorder, now classified as schizophrenia for the past year, history of anal fissure, *__________*, has a 10-month-old that she is taking care of, seen at Tri-County for routine care. History of hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She has had thyroglossal cyst surgery.
PRESENT MEDICATIONS: Trileptal and Zyprexa. She is also taking propranolol for anxiety. She has been on lithium in the past, stopped recently.
