The patient is seen with irritation to right eye with slight matting for the past two days. She states she wears contacts and discomfort was noted after taking out the contact two days ago.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflamed upper eyelid right eye with edema. No corneal abrasions or foreign body is identified. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSIS: Conjunctivitis of right eye with possible keratitis.
PLAN: The patient was advised to apply moist heat and then apply antibiotic ointment erythromycin ophthalmic, to leave contacts out. Follow up with eye doctor in few days if not clearing and here as needed.
