The patient is seen with history of right earache/pain and sinus congestion for the past three to four days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, diabetes, and depression.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart for medications.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 1+ tenderness to right tragus and right ear. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Sinusitis with history of allergic rhinitis and right otitis externa.
PLAN: The patient was given injections of dexamethasone and Rocephin. The patient was given medications for Z-PAK, Ciprodex and with recommendation to consider taking Flonase and Astelin in the future to help control allergies. The patient is to continue regular medications as per chart with routine followup.
