She denies any depression or anxiety. She is worried about, but she is doing better. She denies any side effect of the medication. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. The patient has been taking Cymbalta 20 mg daily and Klonopin 0.5 mg at bedtime. The patient was also encouraged that she should follow with her PCP and also try to work on her issues and the problems to which she agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder, COVID positive, history of hypertension and obesity.

PLAN: Continue on Cymbalta 20 mg at bedtime, Klonopin 0.5 mg at bedtime. 30-days medication was ordered and I also gave a refill. She will make another appointment in December 2022. Prognosis is guarded.
