SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Dennis has been pleasant, cooperative and described that he has been doing well. Off and on here and there is a problem, but it does not hurt him anymore. He is taking his medication and tried to take care of activity daily and has not been affected by any problem. Denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. He described next month there is *_________* of his son who died in the prison. I further discussed that November is always a hard month for him therefore he has to look into that and work on it to which he agreed. He was alert, oriented and tall Caucasian male. Mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thought. He denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. His judgment and insight has been improved. He described that the medication has been working and he is doing good overall.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder symptomatically stable, history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and arthritis.

PLAN: Continue on Cymbalta 30 mg daily, trazodone 100 mg at bedtime, Depakote 500 mg twice a day, bupropion 150 mg daily. He was also taking citalopram. I described that it was discontinued while he was in the hospital; therefore, he should not take it. 30-days medications were ordered. I have given a refill and also encouraged that make another appointment in December 2022 to which he agreed.
