SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David described that he has been doing well. He has been going to meet with his parents and living by their own. Mr. David has history of paranoid schizophrenia and sometime guarded and not having any trouble. He described he is sleeping good and eating good. Currently he has been taking olanzapine 20 mg at bedtime and getting Prolixin Decanoate 25 mg intramuscularly at Compressive Counseling by Dr. *_______*. I further appreciate his motivations and also encouraged that he should not continue medication and would not get decompensated to which he has agreed. He was alert and oriented. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thought. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. Judgment and insight has improved. He is working. The patient appears to be fair intelligence.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue olanzapine 20 mg at bedtime and he will get Prolixin shot every month at Comprehensive Counseling. I also gave him one refill and explained that I will be on vacation and we will make an appointment in December to which he has agreed. Prognosis is guarded.
