SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. Leslie was seen on videoconference. His wife was sitting by the side. He described that he is doing very well. He denies depression, sadness, mood swings, and any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He described medication has been helping him. He was happy, cheerful, coherent, logical and attentive. No irritability or agitation. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. The patient was educated about the medications and described that he is having no altercation with his wife. He developed good coping skill to deal with the situation and workout together about any problem. He was then further educated about the medication. So far the patient has been compliant with the medication. There was no involuntary movement or any symptom of involuntary tremors, akathisia, restlessness or dystonia.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder stable.

PLAN: Continue Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime and 100 mg in the morning, and Depakote ER 500 mg at bedtime, 30-day supply of the order. I have given him one refill and explained the reason that I will be on vacation and we will see him again in December to which he agreed. Prognosis is guarded.
