SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for Annual Wellness Examination and management of her medical problems. She is also going to have left shoulder reverse total arthroplasty by Dr. Dickens in Midland on October 31, 2022 and she was seen for preoperative clearance. She also has a history of urinary tract infection and she received doxycycline 100 mg twice a day for 10 days beginning September 30, 2022. She makes sure that her urine is clear and she does not have any infection before the left shoulder surgery. The patient was seen by Dr. Raja Naidu about two weeks ago and cleared for surgery from cardiac point of view.

PLAN: We are going to fill out the paper work for medical clearance for left shoulder surgery. We have reviewed laboratory test done by Dr. Dickens at Midland Memorial Hospital.
