History: Ms. Deme is an elderly white female who has moved in here from California to her niece Stephanie and Ms. Deme has multiple medical problems. I have only seen her once. She had not gotten her labs, but I had given her the lab slip and the family called me and asked me if I could add a UA to her lab because the patient was having problems with dysuria and frequency. A urinalysis came back and urinalysis showed bacteria and her culture showed more than 100,000 gram-negative bacillus; it is Providencia stuartii and it is resistant to penicillin and the patient is allergic to penicillin, but it is sensitive to ciprofloxacin, so I am going to call in ciprofloxacin 250 mg p.o. twice a day for about seven days. The patient has signs of chronic venous insufficiency and Stephanie told me that she has a small open wound of probably a chronic venous ulcer on the leg and that I called in some mupirocin for her and they wanted the medicine called into Walgreens on 29th Street and mupirocin as well as Cipro were called in. I talked with Stephanie. They are wanting home care services and not really home health and advised her as she could afford private and they are going to look into private home care service for her.
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
