PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of recurrent strep per mother.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Flu and strep test obtained.
IMPRESSION: Bronchitis with upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: Given prescription for Zithromax. Follow up as needed. Follow up with pediatrician if not clearing.
