CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with cough and congestion and questionable sore throat for the past three days and also with complaints of oval patches with loss of hair on the scalp for the past few weeks post getting a new kitten.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otherwise uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Oval patches noted on superior scalp of 6 and 4 cm in diameter with scaly face.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with tinea capitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescriptions for Lamisil and Zithromax with precautions for kitten being kept outdoors. Follow up with pediatrician and here as needed.
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
