Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Strep screen obtained which was negative.
DIAGNOSES: Viral upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis.

PLAN: Advised to observe. Follow up as needed.
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
