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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history of single seizure.

Previous history of concussion and traumatic brain injury.

Seizure associated with substance use with marijuana.

No recent history of any seizure recurrence – several weeks.

Dear Dr. Chhabra,
Thank you for referring Jesse Ruley, a 28-year-old right-handed electrician who was seen today with an interest in returning to work and continuing with his driving privileges.

Jesse was noticed to have a generalized convulsion that occurred without warning.

He felt somewhat hung over for the following day, but then recovered and, by his report, had no residual symptoms.

He has not continued using marijuana by his report.

He sustained a concussion in 2018, due to a motorcycle accident while he was wearing a helmet.

He was evaluated and underwent imaging at Mercy Medical Center.

Those records will be obtained for review including his imaging results.
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At this time, he claims to have no other medical problems other than an infrequent, recurrent, true general migraine no more than once a month.

His symptoms can include severe photophobia and hyperacusis in which he has to go to quiet dark room to recover.

He has never been treated with prophylactic or abortive therapy for migraine.

Tablets will be provided for initiation today.

His neurological examination today remains within normal limits.

In consideration for his history and presentation, we are ordering the following:

He will obtain a diagnostic electroencephalogram to exclude the potential risk for recurrent convulsions that might indicate the need for intervention with a prophylactic anticonvulsant.

Reevaluation brain MR imaging in comparison to his Mercy studies will be completed at Open System Imaging Center in Chico with a neuroquantitative analysis to exclude any residual features of previous concussive injury.

At this time, I see no need to intervene with prophylactic medication for convulsions or migraine.

Samples of Ubrelvy that is abortive medication are being provided today.

We can provide a complementary prescription if needed.

I would anticipate that with reasonable intervention excluding any residual features of traumatic brain injury that might be problematic for him in the future he will do very well particularly if he avoids intoxication with marijuana.
