PATIENT NAME: Sanchez, Carolina

DATE OF SERVICE: 10/11/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient has urinary frequency and sometimes she cannot make to the bathroom. Her blood sugar was 130 at home. The patient is not taking propranolol at present as she did not need it. Her vitamin D level was low before and she is going to take calcium 600 plus D1 tablet twice a day.

PLAN: Myrbetriq 25 mg daily for two weeks and after that 50 mg daily is started. The patient’s family wants to stop Cymbalta as they do not think she is depressed they will stop Cymbalta if she gets depression. For anxiety, she will restart Cymbalta. Blood test including vitamin D level will be done after three months.
