HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 62-year-old gentleman comes in today with left-sided chest pain, left arm pain, left arm tingling associated with dizziness and sweatiness. It has been going on off and on for a month. He just “does not feel right”. He is here because he wanted to have some ultrasounds done of his heart and his carotid. His neighbor told him he needs to get checked out. I told him today the first thing and the foremost thing is for him to go to the emergency room and get checked out. He needs CPK, troponin, EKG and repeat EKG in three hours and then we can do the rest of his workup later. He agrees with that and he is going to the emergency room. He wants to drive himself. I agree with that since he does not want an ambulance to be called.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsils.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes. He drinks on regular basis.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died at age 56 of suicide. Mother 88 years old died of MI.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 119/87. Pulse 81. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.5. O2 sat 98%.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Given the patient’s chest pain, sweatiness, tingling left arm, dizziness, and “not feeling right” off and on for the past month, I have asked him to go to the emergency room right away. I have explained to him that the patient can die if they go home and do nothing about this. He agrees and he is going to Kingwood Hospital now.
