ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Dental caries.

2. Left upper molar abscess.

3. Rocephin 1 g now.

4. Toradol 60 mg now.

5. Pen-VK 500 mg two tablets b.i.d.

6. See dentist ASAP.

7. Get a colonoscopy done in face of family history of colon cancer ASAP.

8. All discussed with the patient before leaving.
