CHIEF COMPLAINT: Sore throat and ear pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 8-year-old young lady comes in today with fever starting Sunday, left ear drainage, sore throat, some cough, some body aches and has been exposed to strep. She is alert. She is awake. She is not septic appearing. She is not having any trouble swallowing or difficulty breathing.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Ear tubes.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date. COVID immunization none.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: She is 50 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 100.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 104. Blood pressure 107/67.

HEENT: TMs are red on both sides. On the left side, there is slight drainage. Pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: There is no meningismus. There is anterior chain lymphadenopathy on both sides.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media, left side.

2. Otitis externa, left side.

3. Positive strep.

4. There is slight drainage about the left ear.

5. Lymphadenopathy.

6. The child does not appear to be septic.

7. Treat with Amoxil.

8. Treat with Ciprodex.
9. The child has allergies that they see on regular basis and they are going to see in three days for followup which I recommend especially with given drainage from the left ear and possible tympanic membrane rupture which is safe to use Ciprodex for with instruction.

10. No sign of abscess formation.

11. The child does not appear septic.

12. Followup is a must as I described.
