CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is here for followup on medications without complaints. She states that she had a recent dislocation of her finger, seen in the emergency room with reduction and splint three weeks ago, advised to continue splint for four weeks.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, low thyroid disease, and hyperlipidemia.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart; she is only taking Mobic 7.5 mg daily.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative. Neck: Negative. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup of hypertension, cardiovascular disease, high lipid disease, insulin-dependent diabetes mellitus, and low thyroid disease.
PLAN: Medications refilled. Advised to return in one week for reevaluation of finger dislocation. Continue finger splint applied in the emergency room until then.
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
