The patient presents with a rash on face for the past five days with history of a recent trip to Florida, to Disneyland, had exposure to sun, denies using sun blockers; uses Johnson & Johnson baby oil on face daily.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Skin: Faint erythematous eruption over face and nose with papular prominence over nose.

IMPRESSION: Probable contact dermatitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for prednisolone to take orally, to stop any facial lotions or creams. Follow up as needed.
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
