The patient presents with history of conjunctivitis for the past several days. Sibling also with conjunctivitis. Mother has been using his drops on the patient for the past few days, but now has lost drops and is concerned because there is still some matting of eyes; otherwise, no distress.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight exudate to both eyes with minimal inflammation of conjunctivae. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Viral conjunctivitis.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic. To continue with moist warm compresses and to follow up with pediatrician or here as needed.
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
