CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen for followup of injury to left shoulder and left elbow. She has been off work since the injury as a bus driver. She states that she is much improved with minimal discomfort and wants to be released to return to work. She works as a part-time bus driver with a school and feels that she can return to work with full capacity without residual injury. Given a full release.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has history of recurrent hives for the past 10 to 11 years without known cause.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She used to live in Alaska.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Chest: Without deformity or tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Back: No evidence of spinal injury without tenderness or displacement. Extremities: Full range of motion to left shoulder with minimal discomfort. Left knee also with full range of motion with flexion without evidence of effusion. Skin: Without abnormality. Neurological: Without abnormality.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Followup injury to left shoulder and left knee from fall, cleared without residual.

PLAN: The patient has meloxicam that she has been taking. Released to return to work.
