Dear Dr. Bakeman:

This is a preoperative clearance letter for Mr. Nowakowski who is scheduled for left total hip arthroplasty on November 29, 2022.  His last exam in this office was May 31, 2022, next office visit will be in mid November.  He has seen here for stage IIIA chronic kidney disease that has been stable overtime.  He has also history of bladder cancer resection, neobladder and history of lupus with occasional prednisone treatment, history of prostate carcinoma also without known recurrence.  The patient did have lab studies done for us October 10, 2022, it revealed a creatinine level of 1.6, which is stable.  His estimated GFR is currently 44, sodium 137, potassium 4.4, carbon dioxide is 18 and he does have chronic metabolic acidosis; previous level was 20, phosphorus 2.6, intact parathyroid hormone 41, his hemoglobin is 14.1 with normal white count and normal platelets.  The patient is cleared for his left total hip arthroplasty with general and regional block, anesthesia needs to be dosed according to current estimated GFR, nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drug use should be avoided due to chronic kidney disease and labs should be followed before and after surgery, monitoring kidney function.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
