HISTORY: This is a 19-year-old female with vaginal discharge.
The patient indicated that she was advised by her boyfriend that he tested positive for gonorrhea and states she is here to have all STD testing. She states she wants to have test for hepatitis, for syphilis, for gonorrhea, for Chlamydia and also states she wants to check to see if she is pregnant. She stated that she is having a greenish discharge from the vagina for the past three or four days and some discomfort in the suprapubic region. She denies frequent urination. She denies urgency. Denies painful urination.

MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient endorses tobacco use, alcohol use. She denies drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes and asthma.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports suprapubic discomfort. She denies chills, myalgia, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies breast pain.
Denies changes in appetite. Denies changes in activities.
LAST MENSTRUAL PERIOD: 09/09/2022.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, obese young lady, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.
Blood pressure is 162/88.
Pulse is 86.
Respirations 16.
Temperature 98.1.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort with no adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities with no discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are grossly normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute urethritis.
2. Vaginal discharge acute.
3. Vaginitis acute.
4. STD exposure.
PLAN: Today in the clinic we did the following tests, GC Chlamydia, HIV, HCV, hepatitis A, hepatitis B, syphilis, RPR. The urinalysis was done in the clinic today. The patient’s urine reveals small leukocytes. All other variables are normal.
She was given the following medication in the clinic today Rocephin 500 mg IM. She was discharged with Zithromax 500 mg to take one p.o. b.i.d. for one day #2. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she did, I answer all of her questions. She was advised that we will contact her with the results. To come back clinic if she is worse or go to nearest emergency room if we are closed.
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
